Legalization of Diplomas 
Legalization is "a certification that a signature, a seal and duties of the undersigned individual on a document are genuine. Legalization is necessary to allow documents issued in one country to be accepted and used by institutions of other countries." Please check the following Ministry of Foreign Affairs link for more details about legalization by country http://www.urm.lt/index.php?-2051289126 
International students or Lithuanian students planning to work or study abroad may be required to have documents legalized by work or study institutions. Not many institutions require that; therefore, it is up to you to decide whether you will do it or not. You may want to inquire at these institutions before starting the process.

Please note that Ministry of Foreign Affairs temporary does not legalize any documents (including diplomas) that are issued by non-state institutions.  Instead you need to request Studijų kokybės vertinimo centras/Study Quality Assessment Center (SKVC) to provide you an “information letter”.  This letter contains the information about education system in Lithuania and presents short information about the holder of diploma and gained qualification.  After you receive this letter you will be able to legalize it at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.   The letter will be a substitute for legalized diploma. This is a temporary solution provided to non-state institutions.

Documents required in order to receive information letter from SKVC: 

· The request for information letter (the form will be emailed to students after diplomas are issued)

· Diploma and Diploma Supplement (or their notarized copies) 

· Passport (or its notarized copy)

· Any other documents upon request 
You may either request the letter in person at SKVC, A. Goštauto g.12, LT-01108 Vilnius OR through another person authorized by you through a notary OR by sending the documents by post to SKVC, A.Goštauto g.12,LT-01108 Vilnius.  

· You may request that the letter is sent to you by mail (please double-check this with SKVC).  

· The documents are issued within 20 days . 

· There is NO fee.  

· If you have ANY questions please don't hesitate to call SKVC Tel. (8~5) 210 47 72 (and they do speak English!) 

After you receive the confirmation letter from SKVC you need to legalize it at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs.  You may need a notarized authorization letter if you want somebody else to do this on your behalf.  Please inquire about that at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs:
